Consultative status is granted by ECOSOC upon recommendation of the ECOSOC Committee
on NGOs, which is comprised of |9 Member States.

Can work “with” or “at” the UN in 4 ways. Two formal ways:
* |n consultative Status with the Economic and Social Council of
the UN (ECOSOC)

* |n association with the UN'’s Department of Public Information
(DPI)

Two informal:

* By getting accreditation for a conference, summit or other UN
organized event.

* By establishing working relations with particular UN

Departments, Programmes or Specialized Agencies Advocachx)
