Uniting for peace
A

The General Assembly,

Recognizing that the first two stated Purposes of the
United Nations are:

“To maintain international peace and security, and
to that end: to take effective collective measures for
the prevention and removal of threats to the peace,
and for the suppression of acts of aggression or other
breaches of the peace, and to bring about by peaceful
means, and in conformity -with the principles of jus-
tice and imternational law, adjustment or settlement
of international disputes or situations which might
lead to a breach of the peace”, and

“To develop friendly relations among nations based
on respect for the principle of equal rights and self-
determination of peoples, and to take other appropri-
ate measures to strengthen universal peace”,

Reaffirming that it remains the primary duty of all
Members of the United Nations, when involved in an
international dispute, to seek settlement of such a dis-
pute by peaceful means through the procedures laid
down in Chapter VI of the Charter, and recalling the
successful achievements of the United Nations in this
regard on a number of previous occasions,

Finding that international tension exists on a danger-
ous scale,

Recalling its resolution 290 (1V) entitled “Essen-
tials of peace”, which states that disregard of the Prin-
ciples of the Charter of the United Nations 1s primarily

and expose aggressors; for the existence of armed
forces which could be used collectively; and for the
possibility of timely recommendation by the General
Assembly to Members of the United Nations for collec-
tive action which, to be effective, should be prompt,

A

1. Resolves that if the Security Council, because of
lack of unanimity of the permanent members, fails to
exercise its primary responsibility for the maintenance
of international peace and security in any case where
there appears to he a threat to the peace, breach of the
peace, or act of aggression, the General Assembly shall
consider the matter immediately with a view to making
appropriate recommendations to Members for collec-
tive measures, includiftg in the case of a breach of the
peace or act of aggression the use of armed force when
necessary, to maintain or restore international peace
and securitv. If not in session at the time, the General
Assembly may meet in emergency special session within
twenty-four hours of the request therefor. Such emer-
geney special sesston shall be called 1t requested by the
Security Council on the vote of any seven members, or
by a majority of the Members of the United Nations;

2. Adopts for this purpose the amendments to its
rules of procedure set forth in the annex to the present
resolution ;

3. listablishes a Peace Observation Commission
which, for the calendar years 1951 and 1952, shall be
composed of fourteen Members, namely : China, Colom-

International Court of Justice

The International Court of Justice (IC)) is the principal judicial
organ of the United Nations (UN) and began work in April 1946.

* The seat of the Court is at the Peace Palace in The Hague
(Netherlands). Of the six principal organs of the United Nations, it
is the only one not located in New York (United States of
America).
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International Court of Justice

The Court’s role is to settle, in accordance with international law,
legal disputes submitted to it by States and to give advisory

opinions on legal questions referred to it by authorized United
Nations organs and specialized agencies.

The Court is composed of |5 judges, who are elected for terms of

office of nine years by the United Nations General Assembly and
the Security Council.

It is assisted by a Registry, its administrative organ. Its official
languages are English and French.
